At 24 years of age, U.S. Army Ranger Sean Parnell
was named commander of a forty-man elite infantry platoon - a unit that came to be known as the
Outlaws - and was tasked with rooting out Pakistan-based insurgents from a mountain valley along
Afghanistan’s eastern frontier.

events of 9/11 - career, home, financial stability - to serve his country. But the cost of battle was
high for these men: Over 80 percent were wounded in action, putting their casualty rate among the
highest since Gettysburg, and not all of them made it home. A searing and unforgettable story of
friendship in battle, Outlaw Platoon brings to life the intensity and raw emotion of those 16 months,
showing how the fight reshaped the lives of Parnell and his men and how the love and faith they
found in one another ultimately kept them alive.
